The 6 days of encounters are a fantastic opportunity for circus teachers to meet their peers from professional European schools, to exchange, debate and reflect on their teaching practices. The participants will have the opportunity to exchange on the teaching profession, their position in the institution and the observed evolutions of the sector of circus arts education.
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The proposed focus of this third training session is « the balancing and support based on handstand, hand-to-hand and the wire». The INTENTS sessions aim however, to confront different disciplines and specialties: it is not only addressed to handstand, hand-to-hand, and wire specialists, but also to all who wish to talk about circus teaching, in all circus arts disciplines, exploring the themes of balancing and support. 
Thus, it is mainly the occasion for participants to debate, to share their points of view, their reflections, their experience on themes such as the follow up on the student’s creative project as a teacher of a circus discipline. 
INTENTS project foresees three continuous training sessions for circus arts teachers in 2015, 2016 and 2017. Each session is the occasion for speakers and participants to talk about their own practice, observed transformations and evolutions in the sector, in the pedagogy, in circus arts. The concept is situated half way between a collective project, and continuing training. FFEC and FEDEC gathered with the CEREP and ICQP
 as well as the researcher Agathe Dumont to better understand the evolutions of teachers’ professional practices, continuing trainings between peers and to keep a trace of the reflections that emerge from the exchanges. A tangible support will be then accessible to all teachers and students who did not attend the session. 
The discussions are then gathered in an educational publication realized after the session.

PROGRAMME OF A TYPICAL DAY
	Morning  
	One presentation either theoretical or practical commented by the speaker. 

The focus will be on a concept, a reflection, a movement, the discipline(s) evolution. Speakers and participants will be invited to exchange and share on their own reflections or questioning on artistic approach, the follow up on student, their own role. Illustrations (video, texts, and movements) demonstrations may be foreseen.    

	Afternoon
	Round table with all participants on themes mentioned to synthetize the different inputs of the day. Illustrations (video, texts, movements) and demonstrations may be foreseen by all the participants.

Assessment of the day and recap of the main topics, discussions raised. 

	 
	Moments of assessment will enable understand the added value of continuing education peer learning sessions, but also to enhance and record them (in terms of learning outcomes).

Individual interviews and group discussion will feed the Framework of Circus arts teaching profession (publication called SAVOIR01) and the drafting of a common educational publication.


A moment will be foreseen to give participants the chance to exchange informally, on an equipment or not, about educational practices in their respective school. The informal time will be valorised in the observed learning outcomes by the researchers. Evenings are also a moment of informal exchange between participants. Other activities will be organised by the hosting school (welcome, school visit, show etc.) 
ROLE OF TEACHERS AS ACTIVE PARTICIPANTS
Active participants are teachers, permanent or not, in the FEDEC schools, or professional artists, preferably employed by schools, which are partners of the INTENTS project. They will be selected by the INTENTS committee based on 
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their motivation 
 with the matter to reach a multiplicity of 
2. points of views,
3. reflections, 
4. specialties, 
5. disciplines, 
6. educational and professional backgrounds,
7. years of experience, 
8. genders, 
9. ages 
10. and nationalities. 
All FEDEC member schools are invited to send applications. Financial support is however only available for INTENTS partners. 

ROLE OF OTHER PARTICIPANTS
The training week will include the participation of:

· 1 educational coordinator (Soren Flor): will prepare the pedagogical content of the week together with the speakers, will moderate the discussions and regulate presentations, round tables and practice time on the apparatus. He/she will gather and write from the different inputs of speakers and participants, so to develop a common educational tool to be published, in collaboration with the associated author Agathe Dumont.

· 4 speakers selected by the pedagogical coordinator and the INTENTS committee:  They will present a practice, research or a particular concept that they developed on the theme. It is not necessary to have written nor published about the topic. A concept to propose, ideas to reflect on that will be presented and illustrated. This is to have a discussion / debate / inspiration for the whole group and not to give a good practice to be followed.
· 1 external expert from FEDEC (Martine Leroy, Educational director of Centre des arts du cirque Balthazar). She will help the educational coordinator to define the programme of the week, to gather the concepts discussed for the writing of the pedagogical tool, and will provide structured comments for the discussions and the publication writing.  
· 2 researchers associated to the project from the CEREP - University of Reims (Vincent Grosstephan and Tony Froissart): They will observe and film the session to analyse the programme and its innovative aspects and help us improve the sessions year after year. 

· 1 author/researcher (Agathe Dumont): present all week, she will observe the debates, take notes of the key discussions, will do individual interviews with some participants to be able to write, together with the educational coordinator and the FEDEC expert, the Pedagogical Guide based on core topics raised during the training. 
· The INTENTS project coordinator (Gaëlle Le Breton): she will facilitate the debates with translation from French to English and vice versa for each speech and is the person in charge of the logistics.  
· The contact person from the hosting school (Roberta Giraudo): she will be able to answer questions about the school and conditions and proposed activities by Vertigo. 
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Before the session, each participant will be given a full participation kit, including participants and speakers’ profiles, a presentation of the speakers’ topics, references and a lexicon and indications to prepare before the session. Working languages of the session will be French AND English. It is necessarily to well speak and understand at least one of the two languages. Interpretation will be done by the participants and the coordinator if needed all through the week (no professional interpretation). 
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FINANCIAL INFORMATION  
The following financial information is only applicable if the sending school is a partner of the INTENTS project. The participation of teachers from FEDEC schools that are not in the partnership should be covered by the sending school. 
The training is free: no registration fee is required. The project covers the coordination of the session and the educational coordinator’s wage. 

Schools sending participants (“sending schools”) will receive a lump sum from the INTENTS project, covering part of the transport, accommodation and subsistence costs. The lump sum for each participant/speaker will be between 150€ (coming from Grugliasco/Turin) and 775€ (eligible participants
). This lump sum will be transferred to the sending schools after the training session and provided that we received the required supporting documents in the indicated timeframe. Please note that no remuneration is foreseen. The presence of participants during the 6 days is compulsory. 
List of supporting documents to anticipate: 

1. Proof of payment + transport tickets (original boarding passes two ways/train tickets/gas receipts/ expenses based on kilometers) with city of departure (where the sending school is seated) and arrival (Grugliasco). These tickets will have to prove the person was present at least from Monday morning until Saturday at 16.00. 
2. Labour contract of participants with a partner school (Regular labour contracts convention). The contract/convention must show the following information. If the contract is neither in French nor in English, please translate these information in either French OR English: 
· Lastname, Firstname
· Profession 

· Type of contract 

· Date of start
· Date of ending of the contract (if relevant)
· Number of working hours per year 
· Number of working hours and per week


Sub-contracting contracts / conventions (payment against invoice) are not eligible.  
Please feel free to contact Gaëlle for any question about this. 
It is up to the schools’ direction to disseminate this call for participation and authorize the teachers working in their institution to send their “application” to the coordinator at intents@ffec.asso.fr at the latest on 16th December 2016. The result of the selection will be communicated to each candidate at the latest January 13th 2017. 
This week has continuous training objectives for teachers which educational directors agree with, and is part of a policy of professional competencies development and staff management. Schools will authorise teacher(s) to attend, and therefore will authorise their absence from schools during a week.
The sending school should cover the expenses for the teacher’s remuneration and replacement during the session, as well as the insurance to cover the participant of all risks. The partner school will perceive the lump sum for participating teacher(s). Thus the direction can handle the income as wished. The school should however pay for the transport and stay expenses in advance and keep all supporting documents above mentioned (boarding passes included) for financial reporting of the project. Logistics information will be provided to confirmed participants.
